The National Human Rights Museum (NHRM) report
showcases the museum’s work from the preceding
year. It comprehensively combines tables, texts, and
statistical analyses to detail NHRM’s overall vision,
organization, and functions while also providing
information as part of its communications with society.
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Part 1 Preface

Since its official establishment in 2018, the
National Human Rights Museum (NHRM)
has received tremendous support from the
Ministry of Culture, numerous victims of
political persecution, and Taiwanese society
at large. NHRM, through its functions of
professional collection and conservation,
research, exhibitions, education campaigns,
and public services, has worked tirelessly
to restore historical truth, raise awareness
of human rights issues, and foster open and

inclusive social dialogue.

NHRM plays an active role in intergenerational
human rights education and Taiwan's national
transitional justice efforts through concrete
actions. It emphasizes that transitional justice is not
only about addressing the plight of perpetrators
and victims of political persecution, restoring
historical truth, providing reparations, or
ensuring accountability, but also about
facilitating social dialogue that invites
participation across the nation. In 2024 as
the museum continued its professional
curation and exhibition work, it also opened
its doors to intelligence, judicial, and general
civil servants for seminars on human rights
and transitional justice education. During
these seminars, attendees learned about
the human rights violations suffered by the
Taiwanese people, regardless of ethnicity,
province, class, or circumstances, under
authoritarian rule. These experiences have
now been transformed into key lessons,
which are pertinent for public servants,
especially new and intelligence officers.
These discussions serve to remind us that
human rights are universal values that ought
to act as the North Star for the public sector.

By reinforcing the foundations of democracy,
Taiwan can caution against repeating past
mistakes and ensure that it puts into daily
practice the wide range of human rights
relevant to contemporary society, so as to
realize its vision of being a society with

human rights as its cornerstone.

The 2024 NHRM Annual Report offers insight
into the museum’s accomplishments in promoting
human rights development in Taiwan. This
report will showcase NHRM's regular efforts
in the collection and preservation of artifacts,
research, exhibition, education, and public
services. Additionally, the report will also
show how NHRM has deepened its reflection
and practices to simultaneously engage in
dialogue with the past, Taiwanese society, the
global community, and the future. We invite
people from all backgrounds to continue
supporting and participating in the various
events organized by NHRM. By holding
open and inclusive conversations, we hope
to help heal the wounds of victims under
authoritarian rule and turn their suffering
into a vital foundation for strengthening

Taiwan’s democracy.

Part 2 Annual Key Priorities

B Ongoing Restoration of
Historical Truth

To safeguard historical memory, NHRM has
been working on the supplementation of
name lists of political victims on the Human
Rights Memorial Monuments at the Green
Island and Jing-Mei White Terror Memorial
Parks, both under its management. After
being granted access to materials transferred
from the Transitional Justice Commission
and the review data on redressing judicial and
administrative wrongs, the full supplemented
name lists and categories of persecution
were made available to the political victims,
their families, and the public in the form of
a public preview. After consultations and
review meetings with a panel of experts, the
Human Rights Memorial Monuments in both
parks were updated and redesigned. The
refurbishment of the memorial at the Jing-
Mei White Terror Memorial Park began in
April 2024; the refurbishment of the Green
Island White Terror Memorial Park began
shortly after, in May 2024. Work at both
parks was completed in 2025, both sites were
officially reopened to the public. Members
of the public can now visit the refreshed
memorial parks to commemorate Taiwan’s
human rights journey from authoritarian

rule to democracy.

In 2024, NHRM carried out data supplementation,
numbering, archiving, and conservation
work on 2,509 newly received artifacts. These
artifacts, which bear witness to the suffering
undergone by the political victims whose
memories they keep alive, offer a strong
foundation for future collections, research,

Ms. Tang Yen-ni donated priceless items
collected by her father, Mr. Tang Tang-ming,
when he was working as the Director of New
Life Correction Center, under the purview of
the Taiwan Provincial Security Command,
in the 1950s. Ms. Tien Chiu-chin, a member
of the Control Yuan, donated the jacket she
wore when she was championing democracy
and human rights in February 1980 after the
Lin family murders. These artifacts represent
more than moments of an individual's life;
they are important testimonies to Taiwan's
democratic journey, as well as embodiments
of human rights struggles, and the light of
democracy passed down through generations.

When it comes to political archival research,
in 2024, NHRM completed video records
featuring seven political victims, including
Chen Chin-tsai, Huang Chung-kuang, Chiu
Yi-feng, Chang Ching-kuei, Hung Wei-jen,
Wu Chun-hui, and Tseng Sheng-hsien. The
museum also conducted oral interviews
with Kuo Chin-hua, Wang Chin-sung, Chao

Ying-kuei, Huang Ying-wu, and Su Shen-
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chu, detailing their experiences during
their persecution. These recordings bring
the total number of visual records to
126. At the same time, NHRM continues
its work on major political cases, victim
portrait studies, human rights historical
sites, artifacts, etc. Additionally, NHRM
completed the Kinmen White Terror
Period Historical Sites Survey and
worked with the Academia Historica to
publish two collections, namely, Post-
War Taiwan Political Cases: Compilation
of Historical Materials Pertaining to the
Presbyterian Church in Taiwan (Parts 1 &
2), and Post-War Taiwan Political Cases:
Compilation of Historical Materials
Pertaining to the World United Formosans
for Independence (Parts 1 to 4). These
projects re-examine the human rights
issues revealed in historical archives
after Taiwan’s democratic transition;

specifically, they showcase part of the

results of Taiwan’s transitional justice

efforts.

NHRM seeks to make the findings of
political archival research accessible to the
public. Besides the continued maintenance
and backend optimization of the Taiwan
Transitional Justice Database, which contains
the names of 15,774 adjudicated persons
and involved parties in transitional justice
work, the museum has also set up the brand-
new Taiwan Human Rights Memory Bank.
This integrated query platform allows the
public to search for information on political

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cases from the period of authoritarian
rule in Taiwan. The Memory Bank, which
contains 37,993 entries spanning various
topics, was officially launched publicly on
April 30, 2024. At the same time, the Human
Rights Memorial Name Query System allows
political victims, their families, and the other
members of the public to conduct more in-
depth explorations of memories of the White
Terror, either by physically visiting sites
related to human rights issues or by perusing
online historical records.

In 2024, NHRM continued its advocacy for
human rights values and transitional justice
via dynamic showcases of art and culture, as
well as publications that offer wide-ranging
and in-depth explorations of human rights
issues. Mr. Chen Lieh, a victim of
political persecution, produced his
prose work titled The Book of Wreckage
during his time as the museum's
writer-in-residence. The book, upon
publication in 2023, immediately
received and won the top prize in
the Non-Fiction Category at the 17th
Taipei International Book Exhibition
Grand Prize in 2024. The moving
account, written by a victim of the
martial law period, draws readers,
both local and foreign, to the White

Mei and Green Island to witness first-hand
and vicariously experience his traumatic

memories.

This year, the government designated May
19th as White Terror Memorial Day. In
conjunction with this day of remembrance,
NHRM organized the 519 White Terror
Memorial Day Proclamation Ceremony and

the public. This event is a tangible response
to the public’s expectations regarding the
shaping of collective memory, reflection on
the chapter of authoritarian rule in Taiwan's
history, and the fostering of social cohesion.
The Human Rights Marketplace was
complemented by a contemporary music
event, both of which offered perspectives on
the White Terror period and human rights
issues from different perspectives. These
events then kicked off major events such
as the annual Green Island Human Rights
Art Festival, Taiwan International Human
Rights Film Festival, and the Human Rights
Arts and Culture Festival. Through art, the
museum hopes to rekindle Taiwan’s human
rights memories and encourage reflection
on the freedom, democracy, and values that
Taiwan upholds today.
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m Educational Outreach for Sites
of Injustice

In 2024, NHRM committed itself to increasing
public awareness of sites of injustice,
which, when connected to form a human
rights corridor, provide a meaningful tour
experience to members of the public.
Such tours include the Chiayi Tsou People
Human Rights Historical Trail and the
Taoyuan Pyasan Atayal People Human Rights
Historical Trail. In these tours, members of
the public had the opportunity to go in-depth
into Indigenous communities and listen to
firsthand accounts shared by the political
victims' families. By bringing together
local cultural workers and the Culture
Coin Program, NHRM hopes to encourage
young students as well as the general public

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to participate in visits to important sites
such as the Former Residence of Uongt'e
Yata'uyungana (a leader of the Tsou people
who lived in Chiayi), the Former Residence
of Tibusungu' Muknana (leader of the
Tsou people), Xinmei Farm, Bngciq (an
Atayal community located in Taoyuan),
and the Losing Watan Memorial Park.
It is the hope of NHRM that these tours
will empower participants to learn
about and reflect on contemporary
issues, such as historical justice
and transitional justice. In addition,
NHRM organized the Ankeng Light
Rail Human Rights Trail. The route
connects sites of injustice and

historical sites in the vicinity of the e

light rail stations, such as the Jing-
Mei White Terror Memorial Park,
Ankeng Execution Ground, the Xindian
Military Prison under the purview of
the Ministry of National Defense, and
Ankang Reception House, the highlight
of the trail. In this way, heritage sites
carrying negative connotations from

Further, as part of its efforts to
champion transitional justice, NHRM
is also involved in educational
campaigns to raise public awareness of
sites of injustice. By offering subsidies,

matters under their purview. NHRM hopes
that the public and private sectors can
work together to preserve the historical
memories carried by these sites of injustice,
which, revived, can play an important role
as educational sites for human rights and

transitional justice issues.

B Revitalizing Historical Human
Rights Settings within the Park

Park revitalization is a major undertaking at
NHRM, as the museum works tirelessly on
the conservation of historical sites, including
the Jing-Mei White Terror Memorial Park,
Green Island White Terror Memorial Park,
and Ankang Reception House, as well as the
preservation of the life stories of political
victims. These efforts aim to provide visitors
with an immersive experience so that the

victims' stories can resonate with them.

The Green Island White Terror Memorial
Park is home to unique natural landscapes
and the life stories of political victims. Thus,
NHRM continues to draw both domestic and
international visitors to the island through
special exhibitions and the Green Island
Human Rights Art Festival. This allows
visitors not only to enjoy Green Island's rich
and one-of-a-kind ecology, but also to gain a
deep understanding of the thought-provoking
stories that took place on the grounds of the
memorial park through creative works that
allow art and human rights to converge.

In the future, a permanent exhibition and
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curatorial planning for the "Island Rebirth"
theme will be launched at the structurally
reinforced Zhuangjing Camp. Visitors can
choose between two routes—one featuring
the Zhuangjing Camp and the other,
Oasis Villa—to experience an in-depth,
multifaceted, and multilayered tour of these
"negative sites."

The Ren-ai Building in Jing-Mei White
Terror Memorial Park was fully opened to
the public in 2024. In the first half of the
year, NHRM organized park tours and the
"Before Dawn: Missing Objects Collection
Exhibition" to engage the public through the
power of stories, which conveyed the human
rights struggles of the political victims of
the White Terror period. NHRM has also
worked to restore the harrowing memories
of the journey taken by political victims,
and part of this project involved an inquiry
into the Jingmei Military Detention Center
(previously known as Division of Military
Law, under the Taiwan Garrison Command).
The investigation aimed to reconstruct the
entrance through which political victims
such as Fred Chin Him-san and Chen Lieh
were taken. All of them were brought into
the detention center through the entrance
at the Division of Military Law, next to the
former First Courthouse. The restoration
project also unearthed details regarding the
relocation of the Division of Military Law
from its compound along Qingdao East Road
to the Shierzhang area at Xindian. By tracing
these changes, NHRM hopes to further the
public's understanding of the changes and
stories that took place at the Jing-Mei White
Terror Memorial Park historical site.
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Since 2024, the Ankang Reception House has
been open to the public by appointment.
Guided tours to the site, led by local cultural
workers and professional guides engaged by
NHRM, have made the site a key learning
space for the public to learn about Taiwan's
human rights history. Meanwhile, the
Ankang Reception House Investigation,
Research, Restoration, and Repurposing
Project has continued; it is a comprehensive
investigation of the building's construction
timeline and the evolution of the changing
uses of its various rooms and spaces. The
research team also invited several political
victims to be part of the consultation
conferences for the project. These victims,
who had undergone unjust interrogation at
this site, include Chen Chu, Yao Chia-Wen,
and Chen Chung-Hsin. The investigation
team subsequently proposed some principles
for the preservation of the historical site and
plans for the restoration and repurposing
of the building, which can serve as design
guidelines for subsequent restoration and
repurposing.

B Deepening Human Rights
Advocacy Work Locally and
Internationally

NHRM's Mobile Library of Human Rights
Stories has received widespread acclaim as
an effective method for promoting human
rights education. In 2024, the mobile
library visited 21 schools across Taiwan,
diverse not only in geographical spread
but also in educational levels. The schools
include National Taiwan University, Taipei
Municipal Zhonglun High School, National
Yilan Senior High School, the Affiliated
Senior High School of National Chi-Nan
University (Nantou), Taoyuan Municipal Wu-
Ling Senior High School, National Miaoli
Senior High School, National Tainan Chia-
Chi Senior High School, National Sihu Senior
High School (Changhua), National Beimen
Senior High School (Tainan), Puzi Junior
High School (Chiayi), Taoyuan Elementary
School (Taitung), Hualien County Dongli
Elementary School, Sanmin Junior High
School (Hualien), Shuei Chuen Elementary
School (Hengchun), Affiliated Experimental
Elementary School of National Chiayi
University, and Kaohsiung Municipal
Qianfeng Elementary School.

When it comes to international exchanges,
in 2024, NHRM hosted 36 groups of
international guests at the sites of injustice
under its purview, including the Green Island
White Terror Memorial Park, Jing-Mei White
Terror Memorial Park, and Ankang Reception
House. By sharing with these visitors the
history of Taiwan's White Terror period and
human rights development, NHRM helped
them gain firsthand insight into the key

features of Taiwan's democracy and freedom.
Visitors included the Minister of Education
of the Marshall Islands, a diplomatic ally of
Taiwan, the Director of the French Office
in Taipei, members of Parliament from the
European Union, Sweden, Germany, New
Zealand, the United States, and Canada, as
well as media representatives from across
Europe, Asia, and Africa. In addition, in the
first half of 2024, NHRM worked together
with the Canadian Museum of History
and the Canadian Trade Office in Taipei

to present a special exhibition titled "Lost
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Liberties: The War Measures Act." In the
second half of the year, NHRM collaborated
with the New Zealand Commerce and
Industry Office on the "Toitl te Maori: New
Zealand Maori Historical Justice on Screen"
special exhibition. The films, curated by
New Zealand filmmaker Kathryn Graham,
introduce international humanistic
concerns to the Taiwanese society through
cinematic narration, and offer opportunities
for reflection on Taiwan's own push for
historical justice for Indigenous peoples as

well as transitional justice.

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The Organizational Act of the National Human Rights Museum was passed after third
reading on Human Rights Day in 2017 as a result of the cumulative effort of Taiwan's

’ ' political victims, the Executive Yuan, the Legislative Yuan, and supporters from
various communities. The Act was implemented on March 15, 2018, and NHRM was
officially opened in May 2018.

However, the establishment of NHRM goes back further to 2002, when the Presidential
Office set up the National Human Rights Memorial Museum Preparatory Office. The
Green Island White Terror Memorial Park opened later that year, and the Jing-Mei
White Terror Memorial Park in 2007. The management of the two parks merged in
2011, and the National Human Rights Museum Preparatory Office was formally set up.
The museum was inaugurated in 2018 after 16 years of preparatory work and planning,
meeting the long-held expectations of Taiwanese society. With the founding of NHRM,
Taiwan publicly declared its dedication to advancing transitional justice, as well as its
resolve to become a leader in human rights in Asia.
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After NHRM was officially inaugurated in 2018, the Collections,
Research, and Archives Center was set up for the collection and
research of human rights-related archival and historical materials
and artifacts from the former authoritarian regime. The collection
is divided into human rights artifacts and human rights archives. A
comprehensive collection management system has been established,
complete with a collection protocol and a database. The system
facilitates the preservation of valuable non-governmental archival
materials, documents, and artifacts while optimizing their cataloging,
preservation and use.
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During Taiwan's authoritarian regime, the state carried out acts of injustice that
violated the rights of countless individuals and even caused numerous deaths. This is
an unbearably painful historical chapter for Taiwanese society, for whom historical
truth can be restored only through archival research supplemented by witness accounts.
The establishment of NHRM is the result of the initiative and hard work of advocacy
groups for political victims, academics, and various sectors of society, working
together with both local and foreign human rights organizations, political survivors,
and human rights activists. Together, they work to uncover knowledge regarding the
White Terror, so that the trauma of history can be transformed into a reflective lens that
allows Taiwan to engage in dialogue with the past while also looking toward a shared
future.

Since 2016, Taiwan has been systematically carrying out national efforts to promote
transitional justice, addressing the White Terror that had the nation in its grip for more
than four decades. Propelled by the tides of history, Taiwan has gradually transformed
into a democratic society. However, underneath the currents of these transformations
lie the stories of countless individuals, their scars serving as threads connecting the
past to the present. We, who live and breathe in the ebb and flow of time, must ponder
these questions: What approach should we take in looking back at history? How should
we anchor our historical memories? In 1949, Martial Law was announced in Taiwan,
the truth of which NHRM is committed to uncovering. Besides organizing themed and
special exhibitions, the museum also invites political victims of the regime to share
their first-hand accounts. At the same time, NHRM invites the younger generation to
be part of its investigations into human rights matters in Taiwan to not only reflect
on but also put into practice the wide range of human rights relevant to contemporary
consciousness.
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In its quest to transform negative heritage into positive resources for human rights
education, NHRM has developed educational resources targeting different age groups.
The museum has also organized study groups that have seen the participation of human
rights educators, artists, picture book creators, political victims, and their family
members. In addition to human rights activities conducted at the memorial parks, the
museum has also ventured beyond its physical sites to spread its message to schools
and indigenous communities. By tapping into its rich reservoir of educational and
cultural resources, NHRM has disseminated human rights information across Taiwan
through various channels. In this way, NHRM promotes and practices democratic
human rights and transitional justice.
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NHRM has received multiple international awards for its work in transitional justice and human rights education.
Taiwan and Germany signed a memorandum of understanding (MOU) to work together on transitional justice
in December 2019. In 2020, the museum further deepened its collaboration with the Stasi Records Archive in
Berlin, Germany. Grounded in these partnerships, the museum continues to serve as a platform for international
dialogue on human rights matters. Since the establishment of the Federation of International Human Rights
Museums Asia-Pacific (FIHRM-AP) in September 2019, NHRM has been playing the role of an alliance for

non

human rights in the Asia-Pacific region while adhering to the three principles of "engagement," "partnership,"
and "collaboration." In 2021, NHRM leveraged FIHRM-AP to reach out to various international human rights
agencies for collaboration on adapting existing exhibits, educational initiatives, and action plans to different
contexts. Thus, FIHRM-AP became an important platform for Taiwan to voice its human rights concerns on
the international stage. In 2022, Ms. Nancy Pelosi, then-Speaker of the U.S. House of Representatives, visited
NHRM, highlighting the uniqueness and richness of what the museum has to offer to the world. Her visit
also marked the beginning of new opportunities for NHRM to engage with its international counterparts in
human rights exchanges. In 2024, NHRM hosted 36 groups of international guests and enabled them to learn
experientially about the key features of Taiwan's democracy and freedom. These visitors include the Minister
of Education of the Marshall Islands, which is a diplomatic ally of Taiwan, the Director of the French Office in
Taipei, legislative members of the European Union, Sweden, Germany, New Zealand, the United States, and
Canada; and media representatives from across Europe, Asia, and Africa.
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NHRM understands clearly that, even though Taiwan is now a democratic and free
society, the painful stories and memories of many still remain inadequately and
improperly documented and addressed. NHRM holds an annual memorial ceremony
for political victims, in line with the museum's goal to fulfill its social responsibility
to provide a friendly and inclusive platform that facilitates open social dialogue. The
museum also organizes a wide range of activities, such as arts workshops, field studies,
collaborative cultural projects, and music workshops, which create opportunities for
political victims, their family members, and members of the public to come together to

build stronger mutual understanding.

The Green Island and Jing-mei White Terror Memorial Parks are both sites of injustice that have witnessed
how state violence was employed in violation of human rights during the authoritarian regime. As such, their
importance in human rights education cannot be overstated. Thus, NHRM has established two dedicated
management centers, one at Green Island and one at Jing-mei, respectively, to continuously preserve and

revitalize the parks.

The White Terror Memorial Park management's key duties include guided tour services, organizing human
rights education-related events, venue rental, and the maintenance of historical landmarks and natural landscapes
on its premises. Great care has been taken to preserve the historicity of these sites of injustice, and restoration
work aims to retain the original appearance of the sites. Specifically, historical routes, landscaping, propaganda
slogans, landmarks, and emblems have been preserved as much as possible, so that visitors can experience for
themselves the sense of authoritarian oppression filling these spaces. The replication of the atmosphere of martial
law immerses visitors in the reality that political victims were subjected to, which, in turn, evokes empathy
as they learn about Taiwan’s pursuit of freedom, democracy, and justice. In this way, negative heritage is
transformed into positive assets for human rights education.
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Looking back on 2024, NHRM has achieved tangible results in areas such as research and the use of political
archival materials, human rights exhibitions, social outreach, and the promotion of transitional justice. A
diverse range of channels has been tapped into effectively in the service of human rights education and social
engagement, including exhibitions, films, workshops, walking tours, and the Mobile Library of Human Rights
Stories, the breadth and depth of their content enhanced by curators’ integration of research findings. In addition
to working with NGOs to organize memorial ceremonies and commemorative events for White Terror Memorial
Day on May 19th, NHRM also widened the scope of its research on White Terror to include the outlying island
of Kinmen and the Indigenous communities of Taiwan, as well as updated the lists of names of political victims
on the monuments at the respective memorial parks.

Overall, NHRM continues to showcase a variety of innovative practices to enhance the public’s understanding of
Taiwan's human rights history and garner support for human rights campaigns. Going forward, the promotion of
human rights and transitional justice will extend beyond presenting the histories of the White Terror Memorial
Parks at Jing-Mei and Green Island; NHRM will continue working with NGOs to further enhance artifact
collection, research, exhibitions, education campaigns, and public services. In this way, understanding of human
rights can then reach various age groups across different levels of society, thus broadening the public's awareness
of human rights issues and increasing societal support for relevant causes. Human rights and transitional justice
can, then, become the glue that binds a society in trust, hence building stronger foundations for advancements in
democracy and strengthening shared memories.
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B Human Rights Education and
Social Engagement on Transitional
Justice Issues

NHRM, apart from being a witness to
the historical trauma of the White Terror
in authoritarian Taiwan, also plays an
active role in human rights education and
social engagement on transitional justice
issues. Amendments to the "Directions of
National Human Rights Museum Guideline
for Historical Site of Injustice Projects"
were announced on June 19th, 2024. The
amendments serve to encourage civic
groups and individuals to participate in
the conservation of historical sites of
injustice. As part of the amendments
to the operational guidelines, NHRM
also joined forces with county and
city governments to install signage
at 10 public sites of injustice, namely
the Military Court and Detention
Center of Taiwan Garrison Command,
Investigation Bureau Ankang Reception
House; former Tainan Minsheng Green
Park; the Kaohsiung City Government;
Taiwan Provincial Security Command

New Life Correction Center; Ministry of

In addition, NHRM has officially launched
the Taiwan Human Rights Memory Bank,
a query platform that allows the public
to search for information on political
documents from the period of authoritarian
rule. The platform brings together the
research and application of political archives
and integrates the Taiwan Transitional
Justice Database. Public access to historical
materials serves to encourage reflections
on the "human wrongs" of the past and the
"human rights" of today. In doing so, the
museum fulfills its mission to promote

archival accessibility and foster social

dialogue.

In terms of collection research, NHRM
preserves priceless artifacts intimately
tied to the human rights struggles of the
Taiwanese people in their quest for freedom
and democracy. These items are each
vessels containing life-defining memories
of political victims and their families,
memories that one would be hard-pressed
to put into words. In 2024, NHRM carried
out two research projects, namely the
"Taiwan Provincial Institute of Production
Education Survey and Research Project" and
the "Vocational Training System of Taiwan
Garrison Command Research Project." These
projects targeted sites of injustice, like the
Taiwan Provincial Institute of Production
Education and the 3rd Vocational Training

the objective of historical restoration. The
"Overview of White Terror History in Taiwan"
compilation project is in its sixth iteration.
A history workshop on the White Terror
was organized in early 2025, during which
NHRM presented its research findings and
invited open dialogue from the participants.

Documentation Project,” NHRM completed
video interviews of seven political victims
and plans to conduct video interviews with
five others. These materials greatly enrich
the findings derived from oral history
materials from the victims of the White
Terror period.

Human Rights

To facilitate human rights promotion, NHRM

For its exhibition and education efforts,
NHRM continues working with Chiang
Kai-shek Memorial Hall to update its
permanent exhibition on Taiwan's
journey of democracy, a journey
through which the country transformed

from an authoritarian regime to the free

state of today. Sharing sessions covering
a wide range of subject matters also
showcase key figures and significant
stories shaping Taiwan's pursuit of
freedom. With these events, NHRM

hopes to lead the public on a journey

to reflect on the past, understand the
present, and envision the future. In
2024, NHRM worked together with
the Canadian Trade Office in Taipei
to present a special exhibition titled
"Lost Liberties: The War Measures Act,"
which presents the historical struggles

of Canada's civil society for freedom.

continued to organize walking tours to sites
of injustice and historical sites associated
with the White Terror, where findings
derived from archival materials and the oral
testimonies of political victims were shared
with the participants. Thus, as participants
embarked on these tours, they also learned
about the human rights landscape under
authoritarian rule. NHRM organized
five sessions of the Political Archives
Interpretation Workshop and Field Study
in 2024. The workshops, which established
links between the 228 Incident and Taiwan's
White Terror, were held in Taipei and New
Taipei, Taichung, Tainan, and Yilan. Two
White Terror walking tours were held in
July and September, respectively. In July,
NHRM and tour participants went to a Tsou
community at Alishan, Chiayi, where they
visited places like the Former Residence of
Uong#'e Yata'uyungana (a victim of White
Terror), his grave at a local cemetery, the
Former Residence of Yapasuyonga Yulunana,
and the old site of the Fenqihu Thought
Reformation Center. In September, the tour
participants visited an Atayal community
located in Taoyuan and the Losing Watan
Memorial Park, where they learned about
the human rights stories that took place on

these grounds. The tours, which prompted

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participants from all walks of life to reflect
on the issue of justice, were very well-
received by the participants, who gained a
newfound appreciation for the freedom and
democracy that Taiwan enjoys at present,
for the journey it took to get here is far from

easy.

NHRM, unconfined by its walls, visited
various schools, rural areas, and non-
profit organizations to spread human
rights messages in engaging, diverse, and
interactive ways. For example, the Mobile
Library of Human Rights Stories shares the
stories of White Terror victims at schools
of various levels by bringing together
authentic historical witnesses, music,
images, and books. NHRM held a screening
of the documentary In Search of a Mixed
Identity, which tells the story of Thng Tek-
chiong, a victim of the February 28 Incident.
Through his story, the museum hopes to
raise awareness of the public regarding
this chapter of Taiwan's history. Other than
the film screening in Taipei, the Minister
of Culture, political victims, their family
members, and documentary filmmakers also
exchanged ideas, and even visited the Green
Island White Terror Memorial Park to create

audiovisual promotional materials.

For its provision of public services, NHRM
started a new initiative in 2024, which was
to organize various events on special days
on both the lunar and solar calendars that
aim to draw crowds to the museum during
the long break, including rewards for
checking in at the parks and additional perks
for the use of Cultural Coins. Following

the showcase titled "Human '"Writes" at
the Taipei International Book Exhibition,
NHRM presented the results of the Human
Rights Education Picture Books Workshop
and relevant publications. The museum
also organized numerous sharing sessions
in which political victims, writers, and
researchers shared about their experiences
and findings. In addition, in conjunction
with White Terror Memorial Day, which the
government designated to fall on May 19th,
NHRM co-organized the 519 White Terror
Memorial Day of Human Rights Proclamation
and Marketplace with its partners. This
educational event is a tangible response to
the expectations of the public regarding the

The parks under the management of NHRM,
namely the Green Island White Terror
Memorial Park and Jing-Mei White Terror
Memorial Park (including the Ankang
Reception House), all work actively to keep
their doors open to the public so as to
allow them to delve into the historical truth
of these sites of injustice created during
the authoritarian rule. The Green Island
White Terror Memorial Park has completed
the structural reinforcement of existing
buildings at the Zhuangjing Camp and has
made plans for a permanent exhibition

and themed exhibitions centered on the

New Life Correction Center. The museum
hopes that these initiatives will augment
the education and public services offered
by the park through the narrative functions
of the exhibitions, as well as other inclusive
services and facilities. Meanwhile, the Jing-
Mei White Terror Memorial Park has carried
out a park-wide landscape and environmental
revamp, and a historic building has been
infused with new life as it transforms into
a Human Rights Library. Work has started
on expanding the collection and archives
building to bring out the historical sense
of oppression present on its site during
the authoritarian rule, and also, more
importantly, meet the increasing demand for
more archival and display space. The Ankang
Reception House is now officially open to the
public by appointment. Having gone through
a Restoration and Repurposing Program,
the site will continue to undergo repairs that
open up new possibilities for use.

At the same time, the museum serves
as a catalyst for the production of even more
local works on human rights issues in the
forms of literature, music, theater, film,
and multimedia experiences. Through the
storytelling appeal of these creative works,
the museum elevates the human rights
stories of Taiwan as vital references for the
world in defending freedom, democracy, and
human rights.
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
